It is our goal as a P.E. staff to assist in your child’s transition from childhood to adolescence. We hope to encourage your child to live a healthy and enjoyable physically active lifestyle. Our primary goal this year will be on personal fitness and health. Research has shown that we are becoming an unhealthy nation, and we have been developing a program to assist our students here at Dobbins to live a long and healthy life.

This year, we are changing the requirements for dressing out.  For a student to be considered dressed out they will need to be appropriately dressed and have on tennis shoes.  We strongly encourage the students to wear appropriate clothing (t-shirt and shorts or sweatpants/windpants/workout clothes).  But as long as the students have on tennis shoes, they will receive their points for dressing out.
Class Expectations


All students are expected to participate in P.E. unless they have a written doctor’s statement excusing them from class. If the student is excused from P.E, their P.E. teacher will require the student to do an alternate assignment. Parent notes are acceptable, however; if the student needs to be excused for an extended time please submit a doctor’s excuse.
