Students will earn 1/2 Carnegie unit for successful completion of 7th grade Spanish 1A and 1/2 unit for successful completion of 8th grade Spanish 1B.  Students must pass 1A in order to move on to 1B.  Upon entering high school students will be placed in Spanish 2A, it is therefore critical they learn the material well and maintain a high average.  The grades students make in Spanish 1A and 1B will be recorded on their high school transcripts and will be averaged into their GPA.
