Textbook: World Literature Text (Glencoe)
Course Description: Students will read/watch, discuss, and write about significant works of world literature across multiple genres including, but not limited to short stories, films and novels. We will explore the connections between these works and the human condition. Students will decipher what these authors have to say about being a part of the grand tapestry of humanity and why that matter to us today. Students will contrast their own personal, cultural, and aesthetic values with those presented in the literature.
MATERIALS: WHAT DO I NEED? 
1. You will need a three ring binder (at least 1”) This can be either a hard or soft cover binder. It should be exclusive to this class as it will be used as a writing portfolio and note repository. All assignments should stay in this binder until the end of the semester.
*Please do not throw any assignments away; file them in the appropriate section of your binder. I recommend that you DO NOT keep information from your other classes in your English portfolio. 
2. Composition Book: This composition book will be used for random journaling throughout the semester. Much like your binder/writing portfolio, this should be used exclusively for this class. Journals will be collected throughout the semester for summative grades.

3. Writing utensils. We will be writing a lot during this course, so find a writing utensil that is comfortable for you. Pencils and/or pens are good for almost all writing situations. Final copies of essays will be typed and submitted electronically, so there is no requirement for a specific type/color of pen or pencil. Whatever works best for you.
4. Highlighters: I highly recommend at least two different colored highlighters.

5. College-ruled loose-leaf paper. Lots of paper. Seriously, you are going to need a lot of paper.
6. If a novel is assigned to you it is essential that you bring that novel to class everyday or as specified. It is imperative to have your book(s) in class every day. While it is not required, I highly encourage the purchasing of the novels that we study. Being able to annotate your own copy is a huge asset.
