CURRICULUM

Course Description:  The Level I language course focuses on the development of communicative competence in the target language and understanding of the culture(s) of the people who speak the language.  It assumes that the students have minimal or no prior knowledge of the language and culture.  Mastery learning is built into each unit. Specific dates for quizzes, tests, performance assessments, etc. will be posted in the classroom and at my school website. 
Four weeks   Unité 1: Salut!  pp. 1-36  

Students will greet people in French; say good-bye; identify myself and others; and ask yes/no questions.
Contexts:  Greetings and goodbyes; introductions and expressions of courtesy; and people and things around a classroom

Structures: Nouns and articles; numbers 0-60; verb être; and adjective agreement

Three weeks  Unité 2: Au lycée  pp. 37-72
Students will talk about classes; ask questions and express negation; say when things happen; and discuss one’s schedule.
Contexts:  Academic life and everyday activities
Structures:  Present tense of regular –er verbs; questions; negation; verb avoir; and telling time
Three weeks   Unité 3: La famille et les copains  pp. 73-108
Student will discuss family, friends, and pets; express ownership; describe people; and talk about occupations.

Contexts:  Family, friends and pets; descriptive adjectives; and professions and occupations

Structures:  Descriptive adjectives; possessive adjectives; number 61-100; location prepositions; and stress pronouns

Three weeks   Unité 4: Au café  pp. 109-144
Student will say where he/she is going; say what he/she is going to do; order food and beverages; and ask for the check.
Contexts:  Places and activities around town; and going to a café
Structures:  Verbs aller, prendre and boire; interrogative words; partitives; and present tense of regular –ir verbs
Three weeks   Unité 5: Les loisirs  pp. 145-180

Student will talk about activities; tell how often and how well he/she does things; talk about the seasons and date; and discuss the weather.

Contexts:  Leisure activities and weather
Structures: Verb faire; irregular –ir verbs; numbers 101 and higher; and –er shoe verbs; regular and irregular –re verbs (from Leçon 6 in text)

Each unit will have formative quizzes and a summative unit test.  Useful sites:  www.vhlcentral.com is the textbook site that has practices and tutorials; and www.quizlet.com has practices.

Each unit will have homework, class assignments, quizzes, performance tasks and/or presentations, and unit assessments.  As defined by the Board of Education the grading percentages are broken down as follows:  Summative assessments measure the mastery of standards after students have had a chance to practice and take risks. These items represent learning and/or check for learning over multiple concepts/skills or represent a body of work. Formative assessments are minor benchmark assessments which measure a student’s competency with a strand or skill. Informal assessments usually lead up to mastery of a standard.  These items assess learning but are not as detailed as items in the formal category.  Informal assessments are assignments used to practice learning and for teacher feedback.  Examples:  homework for practice, daily work, completion grades, etc. Each final exam is a cumulative assessment that reflects a student’s achievement and it is administered at the end of the semester.

Recovery of a unit summative assessment:  If a student does not pass the unit summative assessment, he/she may be given one opportunity to retake parts of the assessment for a possible maximum grade of 70%.  The student will be given the opportunity as long as:   1) the day the summative test was given the student did not have an unexcused absence or tardy; or 2) the student was not caught cheating on the summative test.  Recovery guidelines will be given out by the teacher after each summative test has been graded.  It is the student’s responsibility to follow through with the recovery process. There is no recovery for the final exams!  This may be subject to change.
CLASSROOM MANAGEMENT

Attendance:  following Paulding County Board of Education Policy an unexcused absence equals a zero in any work that is graded by the teacher during the time not in class.  Only 3 parent notes are allowed per semester for a total of 3 missed days.  All other absences must have a medical or legal excuse in order to be excused.  What is considered an excused or an unexcused absence can be found in the student handbook.  A student must be in class over half the period in order to be counted present.  If a student is absent, he/she should check my EPHS teacher website to inquire about the work that needs to be done or made up.  Also, calling a classmate to inquire about work done or to be done is highly recommended! 
Tardies:  If a student in not physically in class when the bell rings for 1st Block, he/she will need to report to the front office to sign in on Raptor and report to class with the Raptor pass.  Tardies to 1st period are handled by the administration:  1st-3rd tardies—automated call to parents; 4th tardy—administrative detention; 5th and 6th tardies—Saturday school; 7th tardy and beyond are considered insubordination and are handled as progressive consequences.  For tardies to 2nd, 3rd and 4th Blocks, the student will report to the ISS room (room 800) for the 1st - 5th tardies, tardies will be logged in, a warning will be issued and a pass will be given to present to the teacher upon returning to class.  Teacher will contact parents.  At the 6th tardy student will serve 1 day of ISS.  At the 7th tardy the student will serve 2 days of ISS.  At the 8th tardy the student will serve 4 days of ISS.  At the 9th tardy and beyond it will be considered a Level 2 willful disobedience and will be handled accordingly, not limited to OSS.
Make-up Work:  A zero will be given for any work missed while absent unless a parent (only 3 allowed per semester), medical or legal excuse is brought in within 3 days of returning to school and the work is made up within 4 days.  It is the student’s responsibility to see the teacher the 1st day back to set up a time, before or after school, to make up work.  If the appointment is scheduled and not kept, the zero will remain, unless the teacher is notified before the scheduled time. 
Classroom Expectations:
1. Be respectful.  Be kind. Do not talk back, criticize or argue with teacher or students.

2. Be on task.  Do not sleep, daydream, use cell phones, or do work for other classes; do not eat; please spit out gum in trashcan when requested; and do not comb hair or apply make-up.

3. Be quiet.  Listen & do not talk while instruction is going on.

4. Be prepared.  Bring textbook, notebook, paper, pencil, pen, assignments, issued passes, signed forms, etc.

5. Be punctual.  Come on time to class (unless you have a pass).  If you do not have a pass, you will be marked tardy.
6. Be sure to turn off your cell phone once the bell rings and put it in your backpack (along with headphones).  Do not use it during class unless allowed by the teacher.
Consequences for Not Meeting Classroom Expectations:  If a student is disrespectful or continually talkative or disruptive, the consequences will be as follows:
a. 1st classroom infraction—Warning

b. 2nd classroom infraction—Parent/guardian notification

c. 3rd classroom infraction—Teacher detention

d. 4th classroom infraction and beyond—Referred to administrator

Notebook: A binder with dividers for this class (may be used in conjunction with other classes) is required of each student. In the binder you must keep all notes, vocabulary, assignments, quizzes, study guides, etc. in an orderly fashion.
Tutoring:  If you need extra help, see the teacher during tutoring hours which will be posted in the class.  Remember to pay attention in class, take notes, ask questions, review the notes, do the assignments, and study!  If you are still having problems, then go to tutoring.

Cheating: Students found cheating will receive a zero for the assignment, quiz, test, assessment, or final exam. Student is referred to an administrator and a parent contacted. 

Hall Passes: You will be issued Euros for the semester.  Put your name in PEN on them immediately.  Once you have used all Euros (or lost them), no more Euros will be given.  At the end of the semester, each unused Euro will count as an extra point on the last summative unit test. No passes will be given the first or last 15 minutes of class or during a quiz or test. Thank you for understanding how important class time is for everyone.
