I am highly certified, holding a Certificate in Clinical Competency from the American Speech – Language and Hearing Association, am a Licensed Speech Language Pathologist in the State of Georgia and am a certified Teacher of the Speech and Hearing Impaired in the State of Georgia.
This first week of school I look forward to meeting your child, conducting classroom observations and taking baseline assessments related to your child’s specific speech and language goals. Therapy at school as well as home practice is vital for your child’s speech and language services to be most beneficial.  Your child will be bringing home a folder for their speech and language homework.  Encourage your child to show it to you! Inside you will find completed activities from your child’s therapy sessions, as well as homework materials for you to practice at home.  Kindly sign the folder so I know that you have reviewed the information and specific notes I may have written.  

Please know that you do not have to complete the homework the day it comes home.  I would ask that you try to complete the homework by the following week.  Your child will be receiving awards and prizes as incentive for doing his or her homework.  If some of the items are to difficult or your child fights you to complete the homework, please feel free to write me a note or contact me.  I will be happy to give you suggestions and tips to make speech homework more enjoyable for everyone!
