Hal Hutchens Elementary Goals 2021-2022 
 

 Goal #1- First Grade students scoring proficient in their level of iRead will increase 
by 10% or more from August 2021 to May 2022. Second Grade students achieving 
a Lexile on the August 2021 administration of the Reading Inventory will increase 
by 10% or more by the May 2022 administration. Third through Fifth Grade 
students scoring at their grade Lexile Level midpoint on the August 2021 
administration of the Reading Inventory will increase by 10% or more by the May 
2022 administration.  

 Goal #2- Students in Third through Fifth Grade scoring proficient or advanced on 
the May 2021 administration of the Math Inventory will increase by 10% or more 
on the May 2022 administration of the Math Inventory. 

 Goal #3- Students in third through fifth grade scoring proficient or advanced on the 
Fall 2021 administration of the Narrative Pre-Writing Assessment will increase by 
10% on the Spring Narrative Post Writing Assessment.
