AP Human Geography: 4 Review tips for the AP Exam
1. Test yourself on basic course content or review course content by using the sites listed below:

Also check out the soda vs. pop link at the bottom of his menu list. He also has a “geography quizzes” link to brush up on physical and political geography. Be careful, you may get distracted with the other categories on this link, such as pop music.

http://www.studystack.com/APHumanGeography  This has numerous categories for review. It can be a bit overwhelming, so choose a category in which you need the most practice reviewing. Be patient, scroll down the list, and select a category. Even though these are basic definitions and concepts, they are the building blocks for FRQs and the meat of the multiple choice section on the AP Exam.
2. If you like to kick it old school, just open up your textbook. The best place to start is the glossary. If you know the definition the moment you see the term, then move on. Focus on the terms in which you cannot remember. Study the definition, look in the index for a page #, then turn to the section and read about it. Check out any pictures, charts, maps, or graphs related to the term and read the caption as well.

3. I know how reluctant you are to do this, BUT…go to http://apcentral.collegeboard.com/apc/members/exam/exam_information/2004.html
and scroll down to the free response questions. Start with the 2013 AP FRQs. Read each FRQ and see if you can answer it. More importantly, go to the “samples and commentary” and read the highest scoring FRQ. The College Board commentary and scores will be at the end of the sample student responses. This will help you review the material, which will also help you on the multiple choice portion. Study one year per night (this will only take about 30 minutes).
